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Nowadays, as many countries are facing 
the transformation of industrial format, 
a large number of factories ceased pro-
duction and became abandoned. The 
protection of industrial heritage has be-
come a problem. The question related 
to what to do with it is highly relevant 
to today’s urban transformation. Thus, 
knowing the characteristics of industrial 
heritage can help in better implemen-
tation of conservation and new devel-
opment. My study will explore the most 
effective way to classify and evaluate 
the industrial heritage landscape, and 
will attempt to provide a new, compre-
hensive guideline for the classification, 
evaluation and presentations of indus-
trial heritage landscape. 
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
