Nature of Study
2. The programme is available by full-time study only.

Curriculum

Technology.

Examination, Progress and Final Assessment
4. See General Academic Requlations - Postgraduate Taught Degree Programme Level.

5. The final award will be based on performance in the examinations and coursework.

Award

6. Postgraduate Diploma: In order to qualify for the award of the Postgraduate Diploma in
Ship and Offshore Technology, a candidate must have accumulated no fewer than 120
credits from the programme curriculum.

7. Postgraduate Certificate: In order to qualify for the award of the Postgraduate Certificate
in Ship and Offshore Technology, a candidate must have accumulated no fewer than 60
credits from the programme curriculum.
