Admission 
1. The General Academic Regulations - Postgraduate Taught Degree Programme Level 

shall apply subject to the following.  Applicants shall have appropriate qualifications and 
current registration with GPhC &/or PSNI as a practising pharmacist. 

 
Credit Transfer and Recognition of Prior Learning 
2. The General Academic Regulations - Postgraduate Taught Degree Programme Level 

shall apply. 
 

Duration of Study 
3. The minimum duration of study is normally 12 months, and the maximum duration of 

study shall normally be 24 months. 
 
Mode of study 
4. The programme is only available by part-time study
