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Hazardous Waste Disposal Service

S15 Guidelines


1.
The University Hazardous Waste Store is situated in the Thomas Graham Quadrangle.  Hazardous waste is received into the store between 9.30am and 11.30am on Wednesday mornings.  Before waste can be received into the store, you MUST email a copy of the completed S15 form to hazardous.waste@strath.ac.uk on the Wednesday, TWO weeks prior to delivery.  Hand written copies will no longer be accepted, except in exceptional circumstances, with the agreement of the Chemical Safety Adviser.
2.
Waste solvents may be notified in the same way, no later than noon on the Friday before delivery. 

3.
Those departmental “nominated persons” coordinating the disposal of hazardous waste, must sign the S15 to confirm the contents of the hazardous waste delivery.  This signed S15 MUST be brought with the hazardous waste on delivery and handed to either the Chemical Safety Adviser or Hazardous Waste Coordinator.  Under no circumstances should waste be left unattended outwith the Store.
4.
The S15 must include:


a)
The full chemical name of the substance.  Avoid abbreviations where possible and use a new line for each substance.

b)
The amount to be disposed of, in grammes, millilitres or litres, with a description of the container type, e.g. glass jar, Winchester, metal drum.  All containers must be suitable for the safe storage of their contents.

c)
The description of the particular hazard involved with the substance.  For example: toxic, flammable, corrosive, carcinogen.
5.
All containers must be clearly and correctly labelled.
6.
Waste must be packaged appropriately for transport, particularly if being transported by road across the campus.  Further advice on packaging can be obtained from Portering Services, or from Hazardous Waste Store staff.

7.
Waste will be checked by the Hazardous Waste Store staff before being accepted into the store.  Hazardous Waste Store staff reserve the right to refuse chemical waste if any of the above guidelines are not satisfied.
Classification of Hazardous Waste

Hazardous waste is all chemicals in liquid or solid form.  Please note this excludes light bulbs, oils, computers, cartridges and batteries.  For advice on disposal of these types of waste please contact Estates Services (ext 2164).
Waste streams

Waste streams are used to segregate waste for transport purposes.  Departments are not required to itemise these on the S15, however, where transport is required across campus please seek advice from either Safety Services (ext 5739) or Portering Services (ext 2164) on the segregation and packaging of waste to ensure it meets the required standard.
